Volunteer FAQs
1. Who do I contact to get involved at Cherry Run?
Aimee Olson is our PTA 2nd VP in charge of volunteering.  You can contact her via e-mail at aimee9970@aol.com or by phone at (703) 440-5070.
2. Is there a sign-up sheet that lists the different types of volunteer opportunities?
Yes! Look for a Volunteer Sign Up form in your child’s white folder on the first day of school.  There are additional forms in the office or you can contact Aimee Olson.
3. How do I help in my child’s classroom?
Each classroom teacher’s needs are different.  Look for sign ups and speak to your child’s teacher at Back to School night about room parent, copy parent, and other opportunities to help in the classroom.
4. How do I get a nametag?
Fill out the slip in the office on the wall by the nametags or e-mail Aimee Olson.   Be patient!   It may take a week or so to get it made.  Until then, please use a “visitor” sticker from the office each time you enter the school.  

5. How do I sign in and record my hours at school or at home?

If you’re volunteering at school, please sign in using the black computer at the front desk.  If you have not been trained to use the computer, please follow the red and white instruction card attached to the front of the computer.  If you are helping at home or after school hours, please e-mail Aimee Olson at aimee9970@aol.com. 
6. Why do I need to record my volunteer hours?
The superintendent of schools requires each school to submit a volunteer report at the end of the school year.

7. What if I need childcare in order to volunteer?
Fill out the Childcare Swap form on the back of the Volunteer Sing-Up form that comes home in the first white folder packet, or contact Aimee Olson.  She can put you in contact with other parents who are willing to swap childcare duties with other parents who want to volunteer.

8. How do I learn to use the workroom equipment?
If you’ve been recruited by a classroom teacher (or volunteered!) to be the copy assistant for your child’s class, please attend a workroom orientation meeting on September, 27, 2011 at 10:30am in the workroom.


9. Do I need a TB test to volunteer at school?
No.  The Fairfax County School District no longer requires this for parent volunteers.


10. What “counts” as volunteering?
Just about anything!  Helping in the classroom, baking at home for a school event, chaperoning a field trip, even watching someone else’s children so they can volunteer.  It takes everyone’s help to make Cherry Run great.
